Winchester 1876 Sporting Rifle .45-75 WCF s/n 62260 mfg 1887 ï 28ò octagon barrel; full 

mag; set trigger; platinum-lined 7-Leaf Express rear sight; sporting front sight modified to fine; 

straight grain walnut stocks with sling swivels and crescent buttplate.  Receiver retains 70% - 

80% coverage of a thinning, brown patina finish with silvering on the edges; barrel and mag 

retain thinning coverage of a grey/brown finish; stocks retaining a high degree of varnish finish; 

mechanics are excellent including a fully-functional set trigger; bore is dark, w/strong rifling and 

is considered an 7 on a scale of 1 to 10.  Includes a Winchester factory letter of authentication 

from the Cody Firearms Museum.  This gun is extremely scarce considering only 529 guns were 

factory fitted with a 7-Leaf Express rear sight and only 617 with sling swivels.  The vast majority 

of 7-Leaf rifles were British-proofed and / or sent to Africa to hunt dangerous game.  However, 

due to the lack of proofs, this Winchester was obviously used on the American western frontier.  

A scarce and extremely desirable Winchester.
