A review of the warehouse
ledgers for the Model 1873, Variation
1 guns indicated that the majority
were standard octagon barrel rifles

with set triggers. There was an
absence of engraving, plating, and

deluxe wood, although there were
several rifles with extra-length
barrels. A surprising number of these
rifles had “B” indicated under the
column heading “Finish.” This
apparently translates as “Brown.”

There were also almost a dozen rifles
with “Long” stocks. There were a few
rifles with case hardening and stocks
“checkered.” On the other hand, all

the carbines were standard.
