Marble-Sheard Sights

Marble bought several of the patents
belonging to William Sheard and began to
manufacture “Sheard”-style sights. Marble
manufactured a “Sheard” gold bead front sight,
and several different designs of folding leaf rear
sights in the “Sheard” pattern.

Marble-Sheard Gold Front Sight

The 1905 Marble Outing Equipment
catalog lists a new sight “guaranteed to show
up well in the darkest timber, under all cir-
cumstances, and will not blur. Will show the
same color on different colored objects, will
stand rough work, and improve shooting
greatly.”

This “Gold Sheard” sight was available for
an incredible number of applications. The ap-
plication code was stamped on the underside
of the sight dovetail, or in side of the blade.
“Sheard” was stamped on the sight base or in
the side of the blade. Early sights were supplied
in a white manila envelope with the sight model
and application stamped on the outside. Later
sights were supplied in a clear cellophane or
plastic bag with an orange and white card in-
serted in it with the model and application in-
formation stamped on it. All “Gold Sheard”
sights had a “medium” gold bead only.
